This pre- or post-visit activity enables students to engage with a
venue-relevant text, encouraging themto practise their reading
and comprehension skills.

The task links to specific information about the
features of the Roman villafound at Combley (now thesite of the
park). Students read a fact sheet on the history of the villa including
its excavations and discoveries, and they answer questions on the
content.
